Dee Sessions was actively involved in the lives of her children and grandchildren and
enjoyed her work in the community until an unexpected surgery resulted in serious
complications.

After a 62-day hospital stay, including 34 days in the intensive care
unit of a community hospital, Mrs. Sessions was transferred to
LifeCare Hospitals.
